The City Milwaukee Launches Clean and Green Pickup Program

The of
Milwaukee has
officially launched its
2026  Project Clean
and Green initiative, a
citywide effort aimed

City

at helping residents
dispose of unwanted
household items and

improve neighborhood
cleanliness. The
program runs from
April 20 through June
1, 2026, and provides
free curbside pickup
services for bulky waste,
furniture, and yard
debris. City officials say
the program continues
to be one of the most

widely used seasonal
services, especially
during spring when

many households begin
cleaning and home
improvement projects.
Under the program,
residents can place up
to six cubic yards of
material at the curb on
their regular garbage
collection day. Accepted
items include furniture,
mattresses, brush, and
certain appliances,
making it easier for
households to clear
out clutter  without
additional disposal
fees. The Department
of Public Works
encourages  residents
to take advantage of
the service rather than
leaving items in alleys
or vacant lots, which can
create safety hazards and
attract pests. By offering
a structured and free
disposal option, the city
hopes to significantly
reduce illegal dumping
across neighborhoods.

The collection
schedule is organized
by zones, with crews

moving week by week

throughout the city
to ensure efficiency.
Zone 1, which includes
Aldermanic Districts 6,
7, and 15, is scheduled
for April 20-24. Zone
2 follows from April 27
to May 1, then Zone 3
from May 4-8, Zone 4
from May 11-15, Zone
5 from May 18-22,
and finally Zone 6 from
May 26 through June 1.
The final week includes
a holiday adjustment
due to Memorial Day,
which may slightly alter
regular pickup timing
for some residents.

City officials stress
that residents should
review zone maps and
schedules carefully
to avoid missing their
collection window.
Materials should be
placed neatly at the curb
and separated when
possible to help crews
work more efficiently.
Items placed too early
or too late may not be
collected, so timing
is an important part
of participation in the
program.

In  addition to
improving  sanitation,
Project Clean and
Green also plays a
role in environmental
sustainability. Many of
the collected materials
are sorted for recycling
or proper disposal,
reducing the amount of
waste that ends up in
landfills. Yard waste,
for example, is often
composted, while scrap
metal from appliances
canberecycled. Officials
say these efforts support
the city’s  broader
environmental goals and
reduce long-term waste
management COsts.

Community leaders
and neighborhood
organizations often
promote the program
as an  opportunity
for residents to work
together to clean up
their  blocks. Some
neighborhoods organize
volunteer efforts during
their designated week,

encouraging people
to remove litter, trim
overgrown Yyards, and
dispose  of  unused
items. These local
efforts help strengthen
community ties while
making neighborhoods
safer and more visually
appealing.

Despite its benefits,

officials remind
residents that not all
items are eligible for
pickup. Hazardous
materials, electronics,
and certain construction
debris are not accepted
and must be disposed of
through other designated
programs. The city
provides additional

resources and drop-
off locations for those
items to ensure they are

handled safely.
As the program
continues, City of

Milwaukee leaders urge
residents to participate,
saying it helps keep
streets  cleaner and
improves quality of life.

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Como la IA esta cambiando el trabajo no clinico: qué deben esperar
los equipos de facturacion, programacion y admisiones

Laboral en la Salud

La tendencia sugiere que la inteligencia
artificial (IA) es ampliamente considerada el futuro
de la medicina. Si bien gran parte de la atencién
se centra en aplicaciones avanzadas como los
diagnosticos, las imdgenes médicas y la atencién
virtual, creo que algunos de los avances maés
significativos estdn ocurriendo en una parte mas
silenciosa y familiar del sistema de salud: la fuerza
laboral no clinica.

Actualmente, en clinicas, hospitales y sistemas
de salud, funciones como la programacién de
citas, la facturacion, el acceso del paciente y las
admisiones estdn experimentando algunos de los
cambios mdas tempranos y visibles. Estos roles,
que apoyan la atencién médica tras bambalinas,
son donde la IA ya estad transformando las tareas
cotidianas, generalmente de maneras mds précticas
que llamativas.

En mi experiencia trabajando en el sector salud,
la programacién de citas sigue siendo una de las
areas mas saturadas. En muchas organizaciones,
las citas dependen en gran medida de las llamadas
telefonicas. Para los pacientes, esto suele significar
largos tiempos de espera y multiples intentos para
comunicarse. Para el personal de recepcion, implica
una presién constante para avanzar rapidamente
mientras gestionan interrupciones, cancelaciones y
cambios de ultima hora.

Las herramientas de programacién con apoyo
de IA estdn comenzando a aliviar parte de esta
carga. Pueden gestionar solicitudes rutinarias de
citas, ofrecer opciones de autoservicio fuera del
horario laboral y ayudar a identificar pacientes que
podrian no presentarse. También pueden sugerir
horarios de citas segin la urgencia del caso y la
disponibilidad de los proveedores.

Lo que mds importa es lo que estas herramientas
no hacen. No reemplazan a los programadores de
citas. En cambio, reducen el volumen de tareas
repetitivas, lo que permite que el personal se
concentre en necesidades mas complejas, consultas

de los pacientes y situaciones que requieren criterio
humano, donde la experiencia y la comunicacién
son clave.

Los equipos de facturacién enfrentan un tipo
diferente de presion, impulsada por la necesidad
de precisién, cumplimiento normativo y cambios
constantes en reglas y requisitos. Pequefias fallas
en la documentacién pueden llevar rdpidamente a
reclamaciones rechazadas, pagos tardios y horas de
trabajo adicional.

En muchas organizaciones de salud, la IA se
utiliza ahora para apoyar al personal de facturacién
mediante la identificacién de problemas en etapas
més tempranas del proceso. Estos sistemas
pueden sefialar documentacién faltante, resaltar
reclamaciones con riesgo de rechazo y agilizar
revisiones rutinarias antes de su envio.

Desde la perspectiva del flujo de trabajo, el
impacto es tangible. Menos reenvios significan
menos tiempo dedicado a corregir las mismas
reclamaciones una y otra vez. Procesos de
facturacion mas predecibles ayudan a estabilizar el
flujo de ingresos y reducen la frustracion tanto del
personal como de los pacientes. En mi opinion, este
es uno de los ejemplos més claros de como la TA
estd mejorando silenciosamente el funcionamiento
del sistema de salud.

Segunmiexperiencia,el personal de admisiones
y acceso del paciente suele manejar varias tareas
a la vez, como verificar seguros, ingresar datos,
revisar referencias y gestionar registros. Gran parte
de esta carga es repetitiva, pero requiere atencién
cuidadosa y debe completarse con rapidez.

La tendencia es clara: las herramientas de
IA pueden ayudar extrayendo automdticamente
informacion de documentos cargados, completando
formularios electrénicos y verificando coberturas
con mayor rapidez. Algunos sistemas también
ayudan a organizar las solicitudes de admision
para que el personal pueda priorizar los casos mas
urgentes, en lugar de procesarlos estrictamente por
orden de llegada. Estas herramientas no eliminan
la necesidad de supervision por parte del personal.
Cuando la informacién no estd clara o los casos
son complejos, la revision humana sigue siendo
esencial. Al reducir los pasos manuales, la IA puede
ayudar a evitar que se acumulen retrasos durante
periodos de alta demanda, algo que los equipos de
admisiones conocen muy bien.

Lo que temen los trabajadores — y lo que yo
estoy observando

Siempre que se introduce una nueva
tecnologia en el lugar de trabajo, es natural que
surjan preocupaciones sobre la seguridad laboral,
especialmente en el sector salud. Sin embargo,
segun lo que he observado hasta ahora, el resultado
estd siendo diferente.

En lugar de eliminar roles no clinicos, creo que
la IA se estd utilizando cada vez mds para reducir
la sobrecarga administrativa. Cuando disminuyen
las tareas repetitivas y los procesos se vuelven
mads predecibles, los niveles de estrés suelen
bajar. Estas mejoras rara vez se quedan en un solo
departamento; tienden a extenderse a los equipos de
programacion, facturacion y admisiones, creando
jornadas mds estables y menos cuellos de botella.

Qué pueden esperar los trabajadores no
clinicos

De cara al futuro, es probable que los
trabajadores no clinicos del sector salud vean:

* Menos tareas manuales de ingreso de datos

* Mas tiempo para resolver problemas y
atender a los pacientes

* Nuevas herramientas digitales que aprender
y administrar

* Mayor precision en los procesos

* Menos agotamiento a medida que las cargas
de trabajo se vuelvan mds manejables

Creo firmemente que el cuidado de la salud
siempre dependerd de personas capacitadas que
comprendan a los pacientes, se comuniquen con
claridad y enfrenten los desafios del mundo real.
La IA puede cambiar cdmo se hace el trabajo, pero
las personas siguen siendo el centro de la atencion.

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(AP) — The number of
4-year-olds  attending
state-funded preschools
reached record highs
last school year, driven
by states embracing
universal access and an
unprecedented  $14.4
billion in spending.
State-funded

preschool  enrollment
in the U.S. rose to 1.8
million kids, reaching
37% of 4-year-olds
and about 10% of
3-year-olds, according
to an annual report
published  Wednesday
by the National Institute
of Early Education
Research. In total, states
added 44,000 students
to  their  preschool
enrollment. But the
report’s authors noted
that the gains were
smaller than the year
prior and said preschool
access remains wildly
uneven from state to
state. Some states even

lost ground.

“If providing
high-quality preschool
education to all 3-
and 4-year-olds were
a race,” the authors
wrote, “some states are
nearing the finish line,
others have stumbled
and fallen behind, and a
few have yet to leave the
starting line.”

Free preschool has
expanded in California

More than half
the nation’s  public
preschool
gain — some 25,000
students came in
California, which this
year made every 4-year-
old eligible for its “
transitional kindergarten
” program, or “TK.” The
rapid rollout has had its
tradeoffs. The national
institute  outlines 10
quality benchmarks for
preschools, related to
teacher training, class
size and curriculum.
California met just two

preschool,

of them last school
year. And  private
preschool owners say
the rush of 4-year-olds
joining public schools
threatens to cripple their
businesses.
“Universal TK
is a real win, but it’s
also just the start of
the work and not the
end of it,” said Jessica
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Sawko of Children
Now, which advocates
on early childhood
issues in California.
She noted that the
state will hit two more
quality benchmarks in

. next year’s report, by

lowering its student-
teacher ratio to 10-to-1
and by requiring lead
teachers to have early
education training.

The report
illustrates some of the
difficult tradeoffs states
face when they scale
up programs quickly or
have limited funding.
Hawaii is one of six
states that meet all the
institute’s benchmarks.
Its state  preschool
program  also  only
serves 10% of 4-year-
olds.

Evidence is
mounting  that  the
impact of high-
quality preschool can
follow children into
adulthood, making

them better prepared
for kindergarten, more
likely to graduate high
school and more likely
to find work. And it is
increasingly seen as
essential for success
in  kindergarten and
beyond. Educators now
also expect youngsters
to start their first year

of  school already
equipped to navigate
kindergarten.

kids who still do not
fulfill their potential,”
said Steven Barnett,
founder and director
of the early education
institute. “We  have
evidence — very
strong evidence — that
preschool programs
substantially improved
the foundation for later
success.”

Some states
recognize that free
prekindergarten can
make a difference for
the wider economy,
allowing parents to
return to work at a
time when private child
care is becoming less
affordable.

Preschool
means confident
kindergartners

Heather Sufuentes
witnessed the impact of
preschool when she was
principal of Parkview
Elementary in Chico,
California, as it began its
transitional kindergarten
program. She  said
students who attended
the program, which has
a play-based curriculum
and runs the length of a
workday, arrived with
more confidence and
often volunteered to be
class leaders.

“They’re well
prepared to transition
into that big elementary
school setting,” said
Sufuentes, now director
of elementary education

also

Chico  Unified

for
School District. Chico
has more than doubled
the number of TK seats
it offers since 2022.

Marisol Mairquez,
a secretary who works
for the state, sends her
daughter to transitional
kindergarten at  1st
Street Elementary
in Los Angeles. She
had been sending her
for free to a learning
center underwritten
by COVID-19 relief
funding. But she would
have had to start paying
tuition this year, and
she’s not sure how
she and her husband,
a UPS driver, would
have made it work. She
was elated to hear 1st
Street Elementary was
offering free transitional
kindergarten.

Educators there
quickly discovered her
daughter was bright and
began sending her to
kindergarten for math
and reading lessons.

“If it hadn’t been
for this program, we
would have never found
that out,” Mdarquez said.

Despite the raised
expectations for 5-year-
olds, no state mandates

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Giannis and the Bucks: The Breaking Point

The escalating
tension between Giannis
Antetokounmpo and the
Milwaukee Bucks has
reached a boiling point
as the 2025-26 NBA

season draws to a dismal
close. What began as a
standard injury recovery
has morphed into a full-
scale institutional crisis,
leaving the franchise’s

future in a state of
unprecedented peril.
The primary flashpoint
remains the medical
standoff; sidelined
since mid-March with
a hyperextended left
knee, Antetokounmpo
has publicly broken
ranks with the medical
staff, claiming he is
fully available to play
while the team insists
he hasn’t met return-
to-play protocols.
This discrepancy
triggered a  formal
NBA investigation into
the team’s handling of
his status, with league
officials looking into
whether the Bucks are
artificially ~ depressing

his minutes to protect his
trade value or lean into a
“tanking” strategy.

The frustration isn’t
just about the game, but
also the financial and
legacy implications of
being benched. Reports
suggest that by missing
the final stretch of the
season, Antetokounmpo
fell short of the 41-
game threshold
required for certain
performance  bonuses
in his endorsement
deals, adding a layer of
personal resentment to
the professional rift. On
the court, the backdrop
is equally grim:
Milwaukee finished
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the season 32-50, their
worst record in over a
decade. The chemistry
between the aging roster
and the current coaching
staff has evaporated,
leaving the “Greek
Freak” to question if the
organization still has the
championship DNA it
possessed in 2021.

As the offseason
looms, team ownership
faces a binary
crossroads  that  will
define the next decade
of the franchise. They
must either convince
their superstar to sign
a massive extension
by promising an
immediate, aggressive
roster overhaul, or they

must begin the painful
process of vetting trade
packages from high-
profile contenders like
the Knicks or Thunder.
